Minute Approval — May 29, 2014: Hearing no objections or questions, the
minutes for May 29, 2014 were approved.

Financial Report — April 2014: The Financial Report for Aprit 2014 was
approved as presented with bills paid for the month totaling $21,023.65. The
Financial Report for May 2014 was approved as presented with bills paid for the

month totaling $21,802.77.

Unfinished Business:

Discuss necessary improvements to 21 Second Street to convert to
Community Center. The Mayor presented the latest drawings showing
handicapped restrooms, but he explained other changes had been made and he
didn’t have the updated version. He showed samptles of paint and flooring to get
a general concensus. Sam Barnette moved to authorize the Mayor to purchase
all the needed materials to remodel the kitchen and restrooms, not to exceed

$24,500. Motion carried.
Oid Town Hall Building — discuss usage/action plan

The Mayor stated that the old Town Hall had been offered at the auction held
earlier in the day, but there were no participants. The Mayor suggested that the
Commission should follow through with their previous motion to recommend to
the Council that the old Town Hall should be demolished.

The Mayor reported that at the auction mentioned above, Taco Bell placed a bid
for $225,000 the second lot along Rt. 817, next to the lot recently purchased by

Advanced Auto.
